Data will be password protected for use of project scientists until 2015 after which time it will be available to the public.

A few important reminders about identifying your data before it is submitted:

File format: either Excel or asci file

Date: mm/dd/yyyy , or, Day of year: 3-digit identifier for date plus year

Time:  clearly marked either local time or GMT

Location: either Saginaw Bay station number or latitude and longitude should be included

Units are obviously very important to include (preferably in column headings)

Metadata
Metadata (text or Word file containing location, time, units, accuracy, precision, method of collection, method of analysis or processing, sensor calibration, name of analyst or operator, etc) must accompany each data submission!  Contact information for the person who is most able to answer questions about methods or instrumentation is essential!  Please provide the information you would want if you were using this data gathered by someone else.
