Safety and Environmental Checklist for Chief Scientist:
· Provide a list of hazardous materials brought aboard and the associated Safety Data Sheets
· Provide appropriate spill prevention and spill response equipment for hazardous materials brought aboard
· Upon completion of the mission, remove all hazardous materials brought aboard.  Any used hazardous material is to be identified as "spent" and returned to the laboratory for waste characterization.
· Ensure transportation of hazardous materials is done in accordance with GLERL DOT Policy, following the DOT regulations.  A federal government employee in a federal government vehicle enjoys some exceptions, but must have the Safety Data Sheet for the materials being transported, the materials prudently packaged such that spill or breakage would not be expected, and the spill supplies in the vehicle.

· Confirm mission-appropriate protective foot protection, hard hats, eye and face protection and hand protection is provided for all persons aboard
· Confirm additional mission-specific safety equipment and PPE is provided; e.g., PFDs, dry suits, cable cutters, sun protection.
· Communicate any rigging considerations, details and associated risks to embarked personnel
