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Acknowledgment
Collaboration between employees and foreign nationals are in the best interest of the Department and our nation. Because the Department recognizes the value of their contributions to U.S. scientific and technological efforts and other Departmental functions, it offers Foreign National Visitors and Guests access to its facilities, staff and information to engage in a broad range of collaboration efforts. This access, however, must always keep in mind the need to protect important information and safeguard our employees and equipment.
DEFINITIONS
Foreign National (FN)
· A person who was born outside the jurisdiction of the U.S.
· Individual subject to a foreign government
· Individual who has not be naturalized under U.S. Law.
· Individual who is not a citizen of the United States.
· Not a legal permanent resident (meaning not a permanent resident alien or “Green Card” holder.
· Not a protected individual (acknowledged political asylum refugees).
Foreign National Guest (FNG)
· Have access to DOC facilities for 4 or more days, renewed annually.
· Eligible for CAC
· 
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Foreign National Visitor (FNV)
· Have access to DOC facilities for 3 or fewer days or are attending a conference of 5 or fewer days
Departmental Sponsor NOAA (DSN)
· Must be an on-site Federal Employee

IMPORTANT NOTES ABOUT ALL FOREIGN NATIONALS
1. ALL persons entering the facility who ARE NOT recognized by front office staff will be asked if they are a US citizen. If they are not, the individual they are here to visit will be called upon to validate their visit (must meet DSN requirements). 

If the visit is not validated, the FN will be asked to leave.

2. For public seminars FNVs may attend but must be accompanied by a designated DSN. The DSN will have to stay with the FNV thru the event, ensuring the visitor stays in the designated public areas.

3. Canadian citizens are foreign nationals and must be vetted as described above. 

4. NO AFTER HOUR ACCESS IS AUTHORIZED FOR ANY FOREIGN NATIONAL. 
Monday thru Friday between 8am and 5pm, with DSN escort, is the rule with no exceptions.
