These files were created in 2011-12 as exports from the CompuMod databases as used by the Water Survey of Canada (WSC) – Canada’s national hydrometric agency.  They are an archive of the state of the computed hydrometric data in the CompuMod databases at that time and are meant to supplement the official archive of daily mean flows and/or levels held in the HYDAT databank by WSC.  The name, location and related information for the hydrometric stations is available from WSC’s HYDEX databank.

The computational processes used to generate these files were derived from the same OpenROAD source code that was used to compute the data originally for HYDAT.
